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§ 1 Rights Granted

This document represents an agreement between Author and Springer Nature Switzerland AG, Cham (hereinafter
called Springer) and between Author and the International Federation for Information Processing (hereinafter called
IFIP).

§ 2 Rights Retained by Author

§ 4 Delivery of Contribution and Publication

Author agrees to deliver a manuscript of the Contribution to the responsible Editor on a date to be agreed upon
created according to guidelines provided by Springer upon signature. Springer will undertake the publication and
distribution of the Contribution and Work in print and electronic form at its own expense and risk. After submission of
the Consent to Publish signed by the corresponding author, changes of authorship or in the order of the authors listed
will not be accepted by Springer.
